Supplementary Material: Vignettes
These are the vignettes presented to participants. They were based on the ‘Reasons for Wanting Sex and Reasons for Not Wanting Sex Subscales’ of Peterson and Muehlenhard's (2007) Wanting Questionnaire. Each vignette obviously systematically manipulates whether they described consensual, wanted, and pleasurable scenarios, creating eight types of vignette and three vignettes for each variant.
Vignettes Used in Studies 1a, 1b, 2 (subject perspective), & 4

Consensual, Wanted, and Pleasurable

You are highly attracted to your partner, both of you agree to have sex and the experience is amazing.

You and your partner are aroused and agree to sleep with each other. During sex you are comfortable about your body and enjoy the experience.
You feel like having sex with a person is an experience you don’t want to miss out on. Both of you consent on having sex with each other. You feel confident about your performance and experience the intercourse as highly pleasurable. 

Consensual, Wanted, but not Pleasurable
You are curious to have sex with a person in a specific situation. You and this person agree to have sex. However, something doesn’t feel right during the intercourse.

You are in a mood to engage in sex and both you and your partner agree to do so. However, you disliked your partner’s behaviour during the intercourse, which made you feel uncomfortable.
You think that sex will make you feel needed or wanted, and comply with your partner’s initiation to have a sexual intercourse. You agree to sleep with your partner. However, you feel tense and awkward during sex. 

Non-consensual, Wanted, and Pleasurable
You feel highly aroused about a possibility of having sex. However, when your partner tries to initiate having sex you reject because there are no condoms. After your partner insists, you find your partner’s behaviour appealing and attractive in the situation and enjoy the sex.

You are highly aroused. However, you refuse to have sex with your partner. After your partner persists, the sexual act turns out to be painful and physically uncomfortable.

Consensual, wanted, and pleasurable

Vignettes Used in Study 2 (Initiator perspective)
