· Site denotes the location of the subtidal mortar blocks, Hamble Harbour in Hampshire and Poole Harbour in Dorset, south England.
· Cement type - VP denotes mortar nade with Vicat Prompt, GGBS denotes mortar made with ground granulated blast furnace slag, OPC denotes mortar made with ordinary Portland cement.
· Survey interval denotes the length of the time the mortar sample blocks were deployed for before being removed from the sea and the colonisation on them recorded.
· Cement block replicate denotes the sample number - for each cement type there were 12 individual sample blocks.
· Replicate ID denotes a unique code that combines all of the above information in one format.
· All other columns pertain to an individual species and the numeric data recorded is their respective abundance.
